This past quarter has been quite a rollercoaster rid
We have felt as though we have been riding the
storms of the sea, but we praise the Lord that He has
been inside the ship with us. Toward the end of th
publishing of our last letter at the culmination of ou
previous Pennsylvania trip, our support level had
increased to 70%. Shortly afterwards, we lost 5
churches which brought us down to 54% of our
support. It saddens our hearts to see these churches
having to discontinue their missions funding for their
missionaries, especially when two of the churches had
to close their doors and sell their buildings. In two
weeks we lost 16% of our support and meetings for
the following two months had cancelled. Praise the
Lord that His grace is sufficient. By the end of May,
we were back to 62% of our support. By the end of
Ju§, we yweig backto 7O°/ﬁZ;By the end of July we
had moved beéyond 0 72%! God is so good. So far,
that is a total of 28% support gain for this year.
Shortly after this storm had passed, our family was
to enter into a second one.

We had been waiting for the passing of the third
month to announce that Ashley was expecting. As
we went in for the foumonth checkup the doctors
were unable to find the
